This term our themes are  
 

‘What did the first civilisations have in common 
and what were their achievements?’ 

Science 

Light and Animals including humans: 

We will have the opportunity to study and 

explore light, especially focusing on shadows.  

We will then be looking at animals including 

humans with a focus mainly linked to the Skelton 

and what functions it has.  
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PE 

This term we will be developing their athletics 

skills through the use of track/field and 

throwing events. We will also be focusing on 

striking techniques in games such as Rounders. 

Spanish 

In Spanish we are learning vocabulary 

linked to colours and shapes.  

 

History and Geography 

Our theme for the first half term is ‘What did 

the first civilisations have in common and what 

were their achievements’ The children will gather 

an overview of where and when the first 

civilisations appeared and an in depth study of 

one of the following: Ancient Sumer; The Indus 

Valley; Ancient Egypt; The Shang Dynasty of 

Ancient China.

Children will have the advantage to take part in 

Jigsaw PSHE program.  This term we are 

focusing on ‘Relationships’ and ‘Changing Me’. 

RE 

The children will learn about religious 

practices and their history. With the focus 

being on Hinduism and answering the 

question ‘Is Brahman always present and how 

Hindus believe there is one god with many

We will link our Art and DT to our theme by 

creating pieces of art work based around 

Ancient Civilisations.

We are learning about the importance of 

design and how this influences media.

In maths we will be developing the following areas:

Addition and Subtraction, 

Multiplication and division, 

Fractions and decimals,  

Measures and statistics 

Geometry including the properties of shapes and 

position, motion and direction. 

Throughout the term the children will have 

opportunities to apply what they have learnt and 

develop their problem-solving skills. 

 

Literacy 

This term we are focusing on embedding key 

grammar skills such as speech and looking at 

word choices.
